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Safety Thoughts
Annual Check Ride
Have you completed your annual OCSA check ride? This is a requirement for use of the club aircraft. Every
private pilot club member who wants to use OCSA aircraft this year must have a check ride with an instructor
and have their log book signed off for this flight.

Parachute Check Out
How many of you have climbed into an aircraft, glider, aerobatic or other wearing a parachute? Have you had
instruction in the proper fit of the harness? Have you had instruction in emergency bailout procedures? Or are
you just wearing the parachute as a back pad or because it is required equipment in the aircraft you are flying? If
you have answered yes to one or more of these questions, then you're in luck. We'll have a parachute rigger as a
guest speaker at the February OCSA club meeting. He'll be providing instruction in all of the above.

Survival Equipment
What do you carry with you in the aircraft in case you land out?  I think the guest speaker noted above will be
able to discuss this topic as well. What do you carry with you, on your person, in case you land out without the
aircraft? There have been occasions when that expensive back pad (parachute) has actually been used in an
emergency bailout. There are lots of opinions but here are some of my ideas - what I carry.
! In the aircraft: tie-down ropes and wheel chocks. (I'm planning to fabricate some tie down stakes.) A survival

blanket, water, sun screen.
! On my person: Personal Locator Beacon, cell phone, hook knife, signal mirror, whistle, compass, flashlight,

knife, credit card, cash, I.D., small pocket size survival kit from REI and, oh yeah, my parachute. What I want
to add: map, survival blanket.

Use of Oxygen Systems
OCSA has two aircraft with oxygen systems. Pilots interested in flying the PW-5 or the G103 while they're at
Tehachapi this summer should familiarize themselves with the use of these systems. You should plan on
supplying your own flow meter and cannula and an appropriate fitting for connecting to the aircraft system. Our
OCSA instructors should be able to help you with the technical and legal requirements and other associated
information. Some of the private pilots in the club will be able to help you select the appropriate equipment and
connectors. I have found that using oxygen as required by the regulations in inadequate for my personal needs
and I always use it if available when above 7,000 feet MSL. I determined this by use of a pulse oximeter. There
are several sources for these devices and though they might seem to be a bit expensive, I have found that they
are a worthwhile investment in safety. I know several pilots who "won't leave home without it".
